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t what is a Safari Drive?

‘Safari’ is a Kiswahili word, which means ‘journey’. The
Cambridge dlchonory defines safari as an organised
v ] journey to look at, or
sometimes hunt wild
animails. Other  sources
define it as a wildlife viewing
adventure in the jungle!

Note: Kiswahili (or Swahili) is a
language spoken in many East
African countries.

Transportation

Pick a car that gives you a good

view of the park. Open roof is
recommended but please note that it may
rain. Some people use motorbikes (You have
to be brave to ride through the park). The
roads in the park are dusty. You don't want to end up pushmg
your car when it gets stuck in the mud.

Different hotels/lodges offer different options -
from hotel rooms to cottages, huts or tents and from
single rooms to dorm rooms. Some places will allow you
to carry your own tent and
find you space to pitch it.
Solar power is mainly used.

what to wear

Wear comfortable clothing. If possible, get trekking
shoes to help you during the nature walk in the jungle
or climb mountains, hills or rocks. On some occasions
like the rainy season, you may need gumboots and a
Jjacket.




Apart from the safari drive, you can choose to take
the nature walk or hike. Boat rides are also available
as some animals like elephants, buffalos, crocodiles
and birds are easily found around water bodies
(lakes or rivers). Don't forget to wear your life
jacket during the boat ride. You may also see some
waterfalls.
